2. RECREATION CAMP

The recreation camp was set up mainly for use by schools and other
organised groups and is about 5km from Minginui village. When
bookings allow, the camp is open to members of the public during
school holidays and weekends. The camp consists of three huts,
which sleep a total of 34 people; mattresses are supplied, and the
camp can be booked per hut or as the whole camp.

Facilities are basic with flush toilets, running water, nearby river and
an outdoort, covered cooking/eating/study area. Three separate
cooking slabs have been set up for children to experience outdoor
cooking for themselves.

Other recreational facilities associated with the camp include several
short tracks. The access to two loop tracks begin opposite the camp
and after a short distance, one track veers to the left for 1 1/2 hours
and the other to the right for 1Thour. There is a short walk to the
river. No hunters and or dogs, trail bikes or motorcycles allowed in
camp.
