Nydia Lodge

Location: Nydia Bay, Pelorus Sound, Marlborough Sounds

Getting there: Charter launches, water taxis and the mail
boat run to Nydia Bay (approx $55.00 per person). There is
also walking or mountain biking access via the Nydia Track
(27 km Tramping Track)

Features: The lodge provides comfortable accommodation
nestled in the bush. The area is home to native birds and
there are plenty of activities close by such as tramping,
fishing, kayaking and boating.

Waiuta Lodge, DOC

Location: West Coast, near Reefton

Getting there: Waiuta turn-off is signposted off SH 7, just
before lkamatua, 21 km south of Reefton

Features: A historic lodge ideal for school groups and a
great base for outdoor activities or learning local history. An
education resource kit is available and rangers talks can be
booked. The area is rich in relics from its mining past and
there are many good short and long walks nearby.

Mahinapua Cottage

Location: Lake Mahinapua, near Hokitika

Getting there: Follow signs to the lake off SH 6, 10 km
south of Hokitika. Lake access is along a gravel road. Park
at the amenity area and follow the short track uphill to the
cottage

Features: Nestled in a forested scenic reserve on the edge
of Lake Mahinapua with good short walks and swimming
spots close by. There is a large campsite, plenty of picnic
areas and boat launching facilities at the lake.
