At this stage the likely timing of Mt Messenger construction will be February or March next year.
This allows for the High Court hearing to be held in October and for the Court to take 3 months
to issue its decision. However, there is still a small chance construction could commence earlier —
if the Court throws the case out or| 2@@ " accept their latest offer — both increasingly unlikely.

In terms of our Wildlife Act Authority application, it would be helpful if it could be issued by
Christmas and if we could see a draft for discussion before that. That would give us plenty of
planning time to get people in the field in February.

Related to our current application, has your team been able to put together their thoughts on
what constitutes an active bird nest under the Act ? We really need that to assist us to
determine if your thoughts align with ours and to enable us to develop a suitable methodology
for tree clearance.

We also have an application for renewal of our kiwi monitoring Wildlife Act authority for Mt
Messenger with you currently. This is the one with 9(2)(@) name and several of our
team on it. Renewal of this is particularly urgent to enable our team to continue to track the
territories of the radio tagged kiwis along and adjacent to the road footprint. The urgency of this
is further heightened because of the considerable predator pressure on these kiwi in the
Mangapepeke valley. | have emailed g(ﬁ%@ to see how that renewal application is progressing
but have had no response. Could you let me know when this authority renewal will be issued.

We are looking at putting some stoat trap lines out through the Ngati Tama part of the
Mangapepeke Valley to reduce the predator pressure on the kiwi population prior to the start of
the project but definitely need up to date radio tracking data —and therefore the renewed
permit - to do this.

Yes that was my understanding also that the WA is silent on what a ‘nest’ is. | guess that means it
is relying on the every-day understanding of what a nest is (or as you say, up to technical input to
determine this without any case law to resolve any ambiguity).

I've had some discussion with colleagues, but | think there are 3 aspects of this:
1. Definition of what is a nest
2. Definition of when a nest starts being a nest, and so at a particular time is now protected
under the WA
3. Definition of when a nest stops becoming a nest and is no longer protected the WA

The details of the above can change depending which species you are talking about, but we can
make some generalisations, especially for passerine birds, which is the main aspect we are
considering in this case.

My own view of part 2 above, is that a nest becomes a nest when it is ‘active’ —i.e. protected
avian Wildlife has shown clear preference that it may choose to lay an egg(s) at this site.

In this case, the definition of when a nest stops becoming a nest is also essential — as at that
stage the applicant will want to fell trees.

| also note, however, that in S63 and S70G there is mention of possession of a nest. To me, that
indicates that a nest of protected Wildlife cannot ever be held in possession without Authority
(no matter how old it is), but for practicality’s sake it can be destroyed (e.g. by felling of trees)
once it no longer contains live eggs or chicks. So the difference seems to be that old nests can be
destroyed but they cannot be collected. Or do we need to authorise the destruction of old nests
specifically (and probably unhatched, non-viable eggs, and chicks naturally dead in the nest
also?).

Also note that some nest sites are used year after year — e.g. seabirds, kaka nest holes — so
effectively these sites should be protected forever (as they are always ‘active’ in that they intend
to come back to those same sites in future), as long as birds are still present at some stage
during the year and using them. So, will felling an old totara with a kaka nesting hole require an
Authority under the Wildlife Act to destroy a nest?

As | have said previously, these are essentially my thoughts (I haven’t tested this with other
science staff yet), but as this issue has now been raised | think it is necessary for DOC as a whole
to clarify what and when we consider something to be a Wildlife nest to inform Special
Conditions on WAA's.

If you want me (or someone else) in the Terrestrial Science unit to progress this to come up with



a definition/position that everyone in DOC is agreeable to, then | consider that is a discrete piece
of work that will require a specific Task Assignment.

| think this should need to go to the wider DOC science group to get consensus/agreement, as it
could have long-term implications in all sorts of settings for future RMA/Wildlife work that Waka
Kotahi (and others) is undertaking that | can’t fully anticipate.

From my perspective, | am a bit hesitant about including nest construction as an active nest, as
some species can build several nests and then choose one, even in the absence of disturbance
from people. Other species may be able to quickly move to another site if disturbed as they are
constructing their nest, with no obvious deleterious issue. Other species (seabirds) come ashore
and prospect/clear out nests before coming back weeks/months later to lay their eggs — but |
think there is a good argument to say in this case the nest is active even when there is no bird or
egg present. Do you see the Wildlife Act giving any further guidance as to what actually
constitutes a “nest”?

I am unsure of whether either of you are aware that there have been some changes to NZTA’s
Wildlife Act Authority Application. No | wasn’t aware of that. Have they amended their Wildlife
application accordingly, or are we just taking that into account when assessing the application? It
no-longer wants to apply to undertake activities with wildlife ahead of the resource consents
being granted and Notice of Requirement confirmed, nor translocate striped skinks as a part of
this Application. NZTA intends to apply for the translocation authority at a later date.

There are a few points that | am hoping to clarify with you in relation to the draft authorisation
for the Mount Messenger Project. Can you please tell me:

e the scope of the methodology authorised for catching or killing protected wildlife (e.g. does
this extend to surveys, include the specific means of catching, holding and releasing)? Ive
not seen the application so impossible for me to assess, but methods should use those
described in the “Herpetology inventory and monitoring toolbox “(theres a standard
condition about this in the “special specials”)

Yes | think that they have applied for any methodology they may require for any purpose,
but they may not need to use it (e.g. have applied for authority to catch and move kiwi
out of the way of works, but for a call count survey they would not need to use this
method). For herpetofauna, the same methods are used for survey as they are for
catching for salvage/translocation.

e whether the methodology in the May ELMP adequately covers all activities contemplated
in the Authority Application (e.qg. killing, catching alive and liberating species, taking eggs,
methods of transporting wildlife to / from vets where injured etc) - are you comfortable
that the methodology will promote the protection of the species included in the Authority
Application? If the methodology is deficient in this regard, what improvements do you
recommend? The package we agreed to in the hearing included the compensation
payment of S200k for lizard predator research (mice) and the salvage and release of
striped skinks to Rotokare, and this is the aspect that promotes protection-ld suggest it
should be referred to in the application or conditions so that this aspect isnt lost in this
current application (which by itself, definitely doesn’t promote the protection)

The most recent version of the ELMP | have access to is September 2018 (online on New
Plymouth DC website). As such, | cannot answer this question with complete certainty.
However, | recall that the activities authorised under the RMA (that we were OK with)
included all of the above activities - but | only recall kiwi eggs (after a certain age only) as
being able to be uplifted through RMA conditions (as we have a robust technique to
ensure survival of these eggs and subsequent chicks), and | don’t recall other avifauna
eqggs or nests being authorised for removal or destruction (I would oppose this latter
uplifting of eggs/nests as the eggs/chicks will almost certainly die if moved, due to
abandonment by adults, and we don’t have robust methods to ensure a high survival of
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eggs/chicks to fledging of other species).

e what the term “salvage” means from a technical perspective. For instance, does it cover
catching, transporting and releasing healthy and injured wildlife? Salvage is transferring
wildlife that would otherwise be killed by the activities Salvage can also meet the DOC
definition of a “translocation”, in that a translocation is to a distant site (depending on
what animal you are talking about); salvage usually (but not always) indicates that an
animal is moved adjacent or very close to where it was found. Only recall kiwi eggs as
being

e whether “systematic manual salvaging” Im guessing this means “systematic searches”
which is a standarised method of finding lizards. the addition of the word “salvaging”
probably just refers to the purpose of the searches... accurately describes the methodology
for catching and killing wildlife and for taking their eggs, noting that the draft
authorisation conditions and ELMP (Herpetological Management Plan) appear to refer to
using traps / machinery. What does “destructive searching” Destructive searching means
the habitat is destroyed while doing the “systematic search” method, its more successful at
finding lizards but is obviously only used where the habitat will later be destroyed and
“machine assisted searching”same as previous but diggers are used to lift heavy objects
and remove large trees or rocks to assist with “systematic searches” etc refer to in the
ELMP. These are commonly used methods when salvaging lizards... so yes these terms do
describe the methods

e whether the Lizard Management Plan referenced in the draft authorisation relates to:
translocation; OR catching and moving lizards outside of the Project footprint, but still
nearby OR is it both? | suspect we’ve used a standarised conditions, in which case the
“lizard management plan” is normally the application, or in this case the May ELMP or the
Herpetological management plan?? For clarity, the ELMP has a Herpetofauna MP, not a
Lizard MP. The HMP (Section 7.4.6) in the Sept 2018 version states that all lizards (except
copper skink) will be released at Lake Rotokare SR. This is not what | had understood to be
the case —only striped skinks would be released here (and that is a translocation due its
large distance from the site - so needs more work before authorisation), and all other
lizards would be released at suitable habitat nearby or adjacent to the Project area.

- —you will need to give clarification here if that is your understanding also.

e whether the best way to protect any injured wildlife post-rehabilitation is to release them
near the Project footprint, where possible / appropriate. If this is the case, is there a
preferred proximity (e.g. within 500 metres of the Protect footprint)? Injured wildlife need
to go to a vet. For healthy wildlife, they need to identify the release locations- this is
critical. We cant make an assessment of suitable release habitat without knowing the
habitat and the species that are being moved. The choice of release location is critical for
lizard survival and a rule like “within 500m” wont guarantee animals are released into
optimal habitat. Their herpetologist needs to identify suitable release locations ahead of
the salvage. As above, it appears they may have decided (Sept 2018 version) on Lake
Rotokare SR - in which case they will need to apply for a this on their permit and develop a
translocation plan for each species.



can a person ascertain that a kokako is nesting on sight? If not, how would one confirm
that a kokako is nesting? Should the conditions refer to “kokako” rather than “nesting
kokako”? If a kokako is found within or close to the project footprint, then they will need to
carry out a kokako ‘follow’, of up to 2 hours continuously. If it is nesting, it will go back to
the nest at some point during that time. So it should be left as “nesting kokako” —as a
kokako that is not nesting can move out of the way of the vegetation clearance, whereas a
nesting kokako cannot without abandonment of the nest.

e whether the definition of “nest” in the draft authority is accurate and / or requires any
changes? This definition was created from earlier emails with you (2% - it reads:
“a nest is one that is actively used by protected wildlife and includes the period in
which the protected wildlife lay eggs up to the time that all wildlife fledge the
nest without return.”
As a side point, is there a number of days that the nest should be empty for before it is
no-longer considered a nest?
I’m happy with that definition — there is a small chance that some fledglings can return to
the nest after initial fledging, but this period may differ for each species. If they are in
doubt, they should just wait a few more days until sure that fledglings are actively moving
and can move away from any vegetation removal areas.
e Why is there a 25m buffer requirement around active nest?
| thought | had asked to change this to a 50m buffer? Can we please do this? This is a
practical approach to allow some vegetation clearance activity, but not to allow
clearance right up to a nest which would greatly increase the chance of a bird
abandoning a nest. So it is an attempt to find a balance between allowing progress on
the project and also protecting nesting wildlife. If monitoring of nests shows
abandonment of a nest at a greater distance than 50m, then this information should be
used to modify this condition. | had changed my mind from an initial 25m to a more
conservative 50m, as this condition has also been used at the Matawai Water Storage
Dam — so good to have this consistency with other similar projects.

e |n addition to the Lizard Capture and Survey conditions in Sch. 3, should there be other
capture conditions of other species in the authorisation. Are you comfortable with the
detail in the may ELMP about moving all species outside the footprint.ie what holding
containers would they need (do we need conditions about this) What details should they
be providing about how bats are catched i.e hart traps. Do we need to specify all this in the
methodology part of the authority. Container details etc are all in DOC “herpetology
inventory and management toolbox” which the ELMP states they will follow —so | don’t
think we need to specify exact methods, just that they follow this toolbox

e Please confirm that no separate translocation is required for moving the species outside
the footprint nearby except for striped skink(is 500metres rule relevant and if so how is this
applied?)Not for lizards- the 500m “rule” is an urban myth (dunno how it came about) If
they want to move anything to Rotokare SR they will need a translocation authority for
each species

e f conditions specific to the recovery, handling and transport of a wildlife’s egg(s) is
required to ensure that they are protected? For lizards- we just need work to be
undertaken by a named herpetologist, and for a condition that they use methods in the
Inventory and Monitoring Toolbox. Except for kiwi, they should not be handling or moving
any avifauna eggs.



is there merit in obtaining further data on the wildlife subject to the Authorisation
Application by requiring survey reports for all species; There should be strict reporting
requirements so we understand the methods they have use, duration and success of all
aspects of the works with wildlife. Agree that any survey or monitoring activities should be
thoroughly reported

e s there a need to include a condition that requires injured wildlife being kept at centres
authorised to hold wildlife, where wildlife are injured and rehabilitation is requirea®@@@M
suggest we use the standard condition that also allows for euthanasia of injured wildlife
under certain circumstances. | think it is implied that you can’t give Wildlife to someone or
to a centre that doesn’t have authority to hold it. But if you want to provide clarity due to
the large number of species involved then you can insert this condition.

I think this should need to go to the wider DOC science group to get consensus/agreement, as it
could have long-term implications in all sorts of settings for future RMA/Wildlife work that Waka
Kotahi (and others) is undertaking that | can’t fully anticipate.

From my perspective, | am a bit hesitant about including nest construction as an active nest, as
some species can build several nests and then choose one, even in the absence of disturbance
from people. Other species may be able to quickly move to another site if disturbed as they are
constructing their nest, with no obvious deleterious issue. Other species (seabirds) come ashore
and prospect/clear out nests before coming back weeks/months later to lay their eggs — but |
think there is a good argument to say in this case the nest is active even when there is no bird or
egg present. Do you see the Wildlife Act giving any further guidance as to what actually
constitutes a “nest”?

I am unsure of whether either of you are aware that there have been some changes to NZTA’s
Wildlife Act Authority Application. No | wasn’t aware of that. Have they amended their Wildlife
application accordingly, or are we just taking that into account when assessing the application? It
no-longer wants to apply to undertake activities with wildlife ahead of the resource consents
being granted and Notice of Requirement confirmed, nor translocate striped skinks as a part of
this Application. NZTA intends to apply for the translocation authority at a later date.

There are a few points that | am hoping to clarify with you in relation to the draft authorisation
for the Mount Messenger Project. Can you please tell me:

e the scope of the methodology authorised for catching or killing protected wildlife (e.g. does
this extend to surveys, include the specific means of catching, holding and releasing)? Ive
not seen the application so impossible for me to assess, but methods should use those
described in the “Herpetology inventory and monitoring toolbox “(theres a standard
condition about this in the “special specials”)

Yes | think that they have applied for any methodology they may require for any purpose,
but they may not need to use it (e.g. have applied for authority to catch and move kiwi
out of the way of works, but for a call count survey they would not need to use this
method). For herpetofauna, the same methods are used for survey as they are for
catching for salvage/translocation.

e whether the best way to protect any injured wildlife post-rehabilitation is to release them
near the Project footprint, where possible / appropriate. If this is the case, is there a
preferred proximity (e.g. within 500 metres of the Protect footprint)? Injured wildlife need
to go to a vet. For healthy wildlife, they need to identify the release locations- this is
critical. We cant make an assessment of suitable release habitat without knowing the
habitat and the species that are being moved. The choice of release location is critical for
lizard survival and a rule like “within 500m” wont guarantee animals are released into
optimal habitat. Their herpetologist needs to identify suitable release locations ahead of
the salvage. As above, it appears they may have decided (Sept 2018 version) on Lake
Rotokare SR - in which case they will need to apply for a this on their permit and develop a
translocation plan for each species.

e can a person ascertain that a kokako is nesting on sight? If not, how would one confirm
that a kokako is nesting?

| thought | had asked to change this to a 50m buffer? Can we please do this? This is a
practical approach to allow some vegetation clearance activity, but not to allow
clearance right up to a nest which would greatly increase the chance of a bird
abandoning a nest. So it is an attempt to find a balance between allowing progress on
the project and also protecting nesting wildlife. If monitoring of nests shows
abandonment of a nest at a greater distance than 50m, then this information should be
used to modify this condition. | had changed my mind from an initial 25m to a more
conservative 50m, as this condition has also been used at the Matawai Water Storage
Dam — so good to have this consistency with other similar projects.

e |n addition to the Lizard Capture and Survey conditions in Sch. 3, should there be other
capture conditions of other species in the authorisation. Are you comfortable with the
detail in the may ELMP about moving all species outside the footprint.ie what holding
containers would they need (do we need conditions about this) What details should they



be providing about how bats are catched i.e hart traps. Do we need to specify all this in the
methodology part of the authority. Container details etc are all in DOC “herpetology
inventory and management toolbox” which the ELMP states they will follow —so | don’t
think we need to specify exact methods, just that they follow this toolbox

e Please confirm that no separate translocation is required for moving the species outside
the footprint nearby except for striped skink(is 500metres rule relevant and if so how is this
applied?)Not for lizards- the 500m “rule” is an urban myth (dunno how it came about) If
they want to move anything to Rotokare SR they will need a translocation authority for
each species

e f conditions specific to the recovery, handling and transport of a wildlife’s egg(s) is
required to ensure that they are protected? For lizards- we just need work to be
undertaken by a named herpetologist, and for a condition that they use methods in the
Inventory and Monitoring Toolbox. Except for kiwi, they should not be handling or moving
any avifauna eggs.

e jsthere merit in obtaining further data on the wildlife subject to the Authorisation
Application by requiring survey reports for all species; There should be strict reporting
requirements so we understand the methods they have use, duration and success of all
aspects of the works with wildlife. Agree that any survey or monitoring activities should be
thoroughly reported

authorised to hold wildlife, where wildlife are injured and rehabilitation is required 1%@@,
suggest we use the standard condition that also allows for euthanasia of injured wildlife
under certain circumstances. | think it is implied that you can’t give Wildlife to someone or
to a centre that doesn’t have authority to hold it. But if you want to provide clarity due to
the large number of species involved then you can insert this condition.

Catch Alive

Under s.53(2) of the [-Wildlife] Act 1953 the Director-General may authorise any specified
person to catch alive, or otherwise obtain alive any absolutely/partially protected wildlife
and may in any such authority authorise the holder to liberate any such wildlife or game or
progeny in such area and during such period as may be specified in the authority

Under s 53(1) the Director General may authorise any specified person to kill any
absolutely/partially protected wildlife

Any authority granted under section 53 may contain such conditions as the Director-General
may impose and be authorised for any purpose approved by the Director-General.

Any decision made under the Act is constrained by the purpose of the Act. The Court of
Appeal in PauaMac5h Incorporated v Director-General of Conservation [2018] NZCA 348 [4
September 2018] held? that the person must intend to catch alive the wildlife. While
authorisations can be granted “for any purpose”, the purpose for catching alive, must be one
which is consistent with the wider purpose of the Act, which is: protection of wildlife; it must

The applicant is treated as a specified person for purpose. Interpretation act

The technical experts are best placed to advise on whether the application will promote: |
purpose ]

The Ngai Tai Ki Tamaki Tribal Trust v Minister of Conservation and Ors - [2018] NZSC 41
provides some guidance on the application of section 4 generally:

e Section 4 is a “powerful” Treaty clause because it requires the decision-maker to
give effect to the principles of the Treaty.

e Section 4 requires more than procedural steps. Substantive outcomes for iwi may be
necessary including, in some instances, requiring that concession applications by
others be declined.

e Enabling iwi or hapt to reconnect to their ancestral lands by taking up
opportunities on the conservation estate (whether through concessions or otherwise)



is one way that the Crown can give practical effect to Treaty principles.

e Inapplying section 4 to a decision relating to a concession application, the
Department of Conservation must, so far as is possible, apply the relevant statutory
and other legal considerations in a manner that gives effect to the relevant
principles of the Treaty.

e Section 4 does not exist in a vacuum and a number of other factors must be taken
into account in making a decision on a concession application.

Section 4 should not be seen as being trumped by other considerations. Section 4 should not
merely be part of an exercise balancing it against the other relevant considerations. What is
required is a process under which the meeting of other statutory or non-statutory objectives is
achieved, to the extent that this can be done consistently with section 4, in a way that best gives
effect to the relevant Treaty principles.

In answer to your various queries:

1. Significant trees:
None of the 35 trees targeted for the initial de-risking work are ‘significant trees’ (as

referred to in the ELMP and consent conditions). The 17 significant trees identified in the
project will not be felled until the main construction activities commence.



2. Lizards

We have identified 11 High Risk lizard habitat trees that require searching and salvage
(as listed in Excel document attached). Consent condition 29 (b) (i) states: “The salvage
and relocation of lizards from felled vegetation within the Project Area in accordance
with the ELMP.”

These trees triggered High Risk status under the ELMP Section 7.4.3 Protocol A which
states:

‘All high risk habitats along the Project area will be delineated and surveyed by the
Project lizard ecologist(s) prior to vegetation clearance. High risk habitat for indigenous
lizards is limited to selected individual trees with high epiphyte loading (five or more
perched nested epiphytes located on horizontal branches), areas of native scrub, wood
piles and existing sheds and other structures proposed for demolition. Trees with high
epiphyte loading will potentially overlap with trees that are considered potential bat roost
trees or labelled as significant trees within this ELMP. All high risk habitat will be
identified and demarcated by the Project lizard ecologist(s).’

Bats

The assessment of High Risk Bat Roost Trees was prescribed by the parameters stated in
the ELMP. All vegetation within the areas to be de-risked and/or felled was assessed by
suitably qualified bat experts (SBE), also known as bat ecologists, including| @@

The following method stated from section 5.7.6 of the ELMP was applied:
‘DH.4.1 Roost Identification
a) All trees >80 cm dbh within the Project area will be clearly marked as
high-risk roosting trees for VRP application;
b) At their discretion, the SBE will select and mark for VRP application
trees between 15cm dbh and 80cm dbh within the Project area that
exhibit bat roost features including :
- Cracks, crevices, cavities, fractured limbs, or other deformities, large
enough to support roosting bat(s);
- Sections of loose flaking bark large enough to support roosting bats;
- A hollow trunk, stem or branches;
- Deadwood in canopy or stem of sufficient size to support roost cavities
or hollows;
- Guano, grease marks and/or urine staining around cavity entrances;
and
- Selected individual trees with high epiphyte loading (five or more
perched nested epiphytes located on horizontal branches).’

Further to our discussion yesterday, we will produce a Striped Skink relocation plan with urgency
to be enable this aspect of our Mt Messenger work to be included in our Wildlife Act Authority
application. This plan will include specific steps and processes for the management and
temporary holding of any striped skink salvaged during tree clearance up until 30 April this year,
acknowledging that Rotokare will not be able to accept any striped skink until October this year.

As discussed, the need for this additional piece of work may put some pressure on the previously
agreed target date of 31 March for the Wildlife Act Authority to be issued. Our aim is to submit a



relocation plan to you by Monday 29 March at the latest (and preferably a little earlier than
that). We would hope that would enable your team to issue the WAA during the week of 6-9
April. This will leave us with a small 3 week window to undertake high risk tree felling if our
resource consents are issued in a timely manner.

For this timeline to work, we would like the opportunity to meet with one of your team next
week (22-26 March) to discuss the best way to manage any striped skink that may be recovered
up until 30 April. The sooner we can have this meeting the faster we can incorporate the
necessary procedures into the relocation plan. If a meeting is not possible, it would be very
helpful if your lizard expert could advise us what their preference is for how and where we hold
striped skink until they can be released into Rotokare so we can write this into the plan and
make the necessary arrangements.

Would you be available for a short meeting next week anytime from Wednesday through to
Friday ? With numerous plans in play for construction depending on when consents are granted,
it would be useful for me to keep you informed of what we are planning for tree clearance and
to get your feedback.

If active nests of protected Wildlife are located, then the Authority holder shall wait
until nesting activity has ceased, and not remove any other vegetation within 20m of
the nest while it is still active.

A search of each tree for nests of Wildlife shall be undertaken immediately post-
felling and any nests of Wildlife of other avifauna recorded.

. Any nests of protected Wildlife found post-felling or post-vegetation removal shall be

immediately reported to the New Plymouth DOC office (and in writing within 2
hours) and any injured wildlife or eggs of Wildlife found shall follow Condition 6.

. In the event any protected avian Wildlife (or their eggs) are killed or injured by

enabling or construction works, or if any vegetation is removed and protected avian
Wildlife (or their eggs) are found therein during or post-felling, on inspection; then
the following shall take place:
a. works shall cease immediately on sighting protected avian Wildlife (or their
eggs), and
b. the dead or injured Wildlife shall be reported in writing to the Grantor
immediately; and
c. a review of the development methodology in question shall then be
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undertaken in conjunction with the Grantor and an agreed process to
minimise the further killing or injuring of Wildlife implemented, prior to
works recommencing.

2. A report on the number of trees felled, tree species and approximate dimensions, date
of felling, and any nests found in any tree (whether protected Wildlife or
other avifauna) shall be provided to the Grantor by 30 June each year.

Context from me (mostly as a reminder- | know you are aware of this!!)

The intent of the Mt Messenger compensation package was primarily to pay compensation for
research on pest control techniques, with limited salvage at a handful of locations and habitat
types. Most species salvaged would be released at similar sites nearby (at the discretion of the
herpetologist). There was no planned further mitigation for these salvaged animals. The




exception was striped skink, which we all agreed was the highest priority lizard sps, and it was
possible that they would be found in the targeted large trees/epiphytes that would be searched
during lizards salvage. We agreed these were best released to a pest free site and Rotokare was
the obvious choice. There was no further formal discussion or agreements but | did talk to [#®@
about the need to liaise with Rotokare, and provide some support for that release becasue |
wasn’t aware that Rotokare had any plans for lizard reintroductions (at that stage).

Since then Rotokare has had a planning session with herpetologists and are presently putting
together a plan for lizard reintroductions. They have not developed their plans for striped skink
(SS) in full, but based on the discussion at their planning meeting its likely to involve:

e Further survey to see if SS persist at the site

e Either supplement or establish the population using salvaged SS from locations where
their long term prospects are limited (e.g. developments, farm remnant refuges, Mt
Messenger)

e Depending on how many/how quickly SS can be collected, either hold in captivity until a
release cohort is available or directly release to the wild (exact plan to be developed
further)

e Use the penned release option to ensure skinks establish within a core area.

e Consider using this translocation to develop monitoring and survey techniques and to
understand sps ecology/habitat use better (e.g student project)

Note the above is from my notes and no formal minutes or planning has been developed by the
Rotokare team so the above may change or could be corrected by the Rotokare team.

My specific recommendations based on my knowledge of Mt Messenger and Rotokare (and to
be discussed/confirmed by all parties). | think this just reiterates your views 2@

o Mt Messenger experts need to work with Rotokare to ensure the salvaged skinks can be
incorporated into Rotokares reintroduction plan (the above plan) which has the species
conservation at its heart.

e | think its reasonable Mt Messenger contribute to the costs of the reintroduction
programme; at least an equivalent portion to the number of skinks salvaged

e The plan, as agreed by Mt Messenger and Rotokare, should form the basis of an
application to DOC for this translocation. Without that detail, it will be difficult for DOC to
write a WA Authorisation (for e.g we need to know if penned release techniques will be
use; what post-release monitoring occurs etc) and cover all the activities likely to be
required. The detail of the application is normally included in either a Lizard Management
Plan or a Translocation application. Id be comfortable with either (and accepting that we
have already accepted the details of the collection/salvage)

e Given the unusual circumstances, | could be comfortable with a staged release, and a
staged application for this translocation (i.e just approve Mt Messenger release, and
receive a more detail application for the full translocation at a later date). This may be
appropriate if theres good alignment between Mt Messenger and Rotokares aspirations
for the species, and because | have high confidence in Rotokares follow up and technical
abilities with translocations.

To summarise, the Department is currently considering an application from Waka Kotahi NZ
Transport Agency (NZTA) that focuses on interactions with wildlife that may be encountered as
part of the construction phase of the proposed Mt Messenger Bypass Project in North Taranaki.
One component of this application involves the potential of transferring salvaged Striped Skinks
to Rotokare Scenic Reserve. If this application is approved, Striped Skinks encountered as part of
this mahi could be transferred to Rotokare Scenic Reserve under NZTA’s Wildlife Act
Authorisation.

Striped Skink have threat status of At Risk, Declining. Nationally, striped skink do not have many
secure sites. Key aspects that make Rotokare Scenic Reserve an appropriate relocation site (in
addition to the dedicated Rotokare staff) are:

e [t contains suitable indigenous lizard habitat (mature tawa, rewarewa and mahoe
dominant forest);

e [t has existing populations of goldstripe gecko (Woodworthia chrysosireticus), forest gecko
(Mokopiriakau granulatus), brown skink (Oligosoma zelandicum) and ornate skink
(Oligosoma ornatum);

e [t has an existing 8.2 km predator proof fence around its perimeter; and

e [t has a regime of pest exclusion and control that is likely to continue indefinitely.

Lizards (Ngarara) are important and significant to Maori, and are steeped in cultural and
spiritual importance. Within Taranaki (and Whanganui), there is a Maori belief held that
Tu-tangata-kino (a spiritual reptile) ““guarded the house of Miru, ruler of the underworld”

— see Ngarara reptiles (external site).

For Maori, whilst lizards could be feared and seen as a bad omen — representing Whiro
(darkness and death), they are often used as guardians, and released near the burial sites
of loved ones, and used as a talisman and kaitiaki, as a means to offer protection for
important whare / buildings. The placement of the lizard would inspire fear for prospective
trespassers, and show that the protection of the atua (gods) has been placed on the tapu
place — see Myths concerning lizards (external site).

“..We were also able to incorporate an additional eight males on transmitter that reside close to
the path of the proposed Mt Messenger by-pass road and two others that were previously on the
Taranaki Kiwi Trust permit. Transmitters were removed from four males who have produced the
quota of six offspring. Four females were also retained with transmitters as we aim to capture
their male partner in 2021 and metal band them. Due to Covid19 travel restrictions we were
unable to change straps and transmitters as planned/required and consequently two kiwi drop
their transmitters, and we suspect the transmitters on one male and one female have also
failed. In an attempt to avoid these two kiwi carrying around a failed transmitter, we sent in a
dog team towards the end of May to re-find the birds, both in the Hutiwai Conservation Area.
However, after two days of searching the birds could not be located and then a severe weather
event cut the trip short..”

Task Assignment: Process Application from NZ Transport Agency (NZTA)

The Court of Appeal and Supreme Court judgments in the PauaMACS Inc. case had
ramifications for the types of authorisations delegates of the Director-General of
Conservation (DG) can grant under section 53 of the Wildlife Act 1953:

1. An application for authorisation under section 53 can only be considered
if the activity is “catch alive” or “kill”. Lesser interferences such as
disturbance or unsuccessful pursuit can only be authorised if they occur as part of
“catch alive or kill”.

2. Authorising “catch alive or kill” envisages something inherently intentional. It
cannot be used to facilitate or “cover” in case of an accidental action. An example
of accidental killing is hitting a bird with your car. Incidental killing would be
where an area is bulldozed knowing lizards will be present even though salvage
has been undertaken. Accidental cannot be authorised; incidental can.

3. The judgments also confirmed the purpose of the Act (essentially to protect
wildlife and control game). This means that an activity authorised under section
53 must promote the wider purpose of the Act. Purely anthropocentric activities
with no benefit to wildlife would be unlikely to meet the purpose of the Act as
there is no element of protection.

Wildlife Act Application to Salvage, Transfer and Incidentally Kill Wildlife



Waka Kotahi NZ Transport Agency have proposed to construct and operate a new
section of highway for State Highway 3 in northern Taranaki, bypassing Mount
Messenger, called the Mount Messenger Bypass. The 6 km route will be constructed
between Uruti to Ahititi, removing the existing steep, narrow and winding route over Mt
Messenger. The highway construction (hereafter, the Project) will affect habitat which
supports, or potentially supports, a number of native wildlife taxa protected under the
Wildlife Act 1953. An Assessment of Environmental Effects (AEE) report and associated
Ecology and Landscape Management Plan (ELMP) were developed for the Project.

This is a single application compiled to cover all taxa which require a Wildlife Act
Authority (WAA) before management can be undertaken to minimise potential effects
associated with the Project. Details of the proposed management are included in the
ELMP (attachment B1 — hard copy provided during Project meeting on 13/10/20 ahead
of WAA application; soft copy provided 16/10/20).

The applicant is applying for a WAA to protect and manage native fauna during the
Project’s vegetation clearance and earthworks, requiring authority to:

« Catch and handle bats, avifauna, and herpetofauna as listed in Section 2 B if/as
required;

« Take or destroy the eggs of wildlife (avifauna) — when unavoidable; attempts will be
made to relocate nests in the first instance or take chicks to an appropriate wildlife
rearing/rehabilitation provider;

« Kill wildlife (bats, avifauna, herpetofauna) — when unavoidable following
implementation of all protocol within the Project’s ELMP and after applying good/best
practice methods;

 Tagging kiwi with radio-transmitters for monitoring and management, as a
continuation of the current programme.

The intention is to minimise and avoid catching and handling wildlife, egg destruction
and wildlife Kills as far as possible, through implementation of the Project’'s ELMP,
however some risk remains that these activities may occur, or will need to occur.

Kiwi radio tagging will be required to maintain the current radio-tracking programme,
so that kiwi can be monitored for location and incubation to ensure that project works
does not harm or kill kiwi, and to allow incubation to proceed until eggs can be uplifted,
in line with the ELMP and best practice.

Capture Methods

Kiwi and other protected birds will be captured for the purposes of relocation when
found roosting within the critical path of vegetation clearance, or when transmitter
changes are necessary. Capture, handling and relocation of kiwi and any other salvaged
birds will be undertaken in accordance with the ELMP and in line with best practice.
Herpetofauna will be captured for the purposes of relocation when found residing
within or below vegetation or other structures when vegetation clearance occurs.
Capture, handling and relocation of any herpetofauna will be undertaken in accordance
with the ELMP, and best practice.

Bats are only at risk of direct mortality during discrete periods (e.g. roosting) when
vegetation clearance is being undertaken. Bats are not intended to be handled unless
necessary, due to an accidental discovery during vegetation clearance (after
implementing the BMP and following best practice). To avoid the need for handling the
comprehensive BMP will be adhered to. Should bats be found roosting within the critical
path of vegetation clearance, we intend to avoid handling by allowing bats to vacate the
given roost tree before proceeding with vegetation clearance.

As discussed at our recent Mt Messenger — DOC meeting it is very likely that we will be
undertaking baseline ecological survey work for this project over the 2020-21 summer
(November to end of April) but less clear whether we will be able to commence any vegetation
clearance. For this reason we are pushing ahead with the planning to undertake the survey work
but holding off on seeking the Wildlife Act authorities associated with vegetation clearance and
construction until we have more certainty about the work programme.

Our understanding is that no work associated with the baseline survey work outlined below will
require a Department of Conservation Wildlife Act Authority (WAA) other than the kiwi tracking
work that we already have a WAA for. However, please let us know if our understanding is not
correct.

The baseline survey work required includes work within and adjacent to the Project footprint:

e Bittern monitoring via automatic recording devices set for 6 weeks (not on DOC land) (no
WAA required) - underway;

e Kiwi tracking, catching and handling (not on DOC land) (through 9(2)(@) -
accredited kiwi practitioner, under existing WAA no. FAU-65458) - underway and ongoing;

e Aquatic ecology surveys including fish surveys, invertebrate sampling, and sediment
assessments (not on DOC land) (under MPI special permit 708, and previously under DOC
electric fishing WAA no. FAU-63770 — now redundant) -mid-December and early February;

e Marking of high risk bat roost trees (not on DOC land) through physical wrapping with high
visibility fencing mesh (no Concession or Authority required) — mid-late November.



Additionally we will be undertaking baseline surveys within the Pest Management Area (PMA) —
including DOC land - over the same period:
e 5-minute bird counts — approximately 356 counts, spaced approximately 200 m apart
along ridgelines within the PMA (no WAA required) - late November — early December;
e Kiwi call listening survey — approximately 35 kiwi call listening points along ridgelines
(equating to just under 1 listening point per 100 ha) where kiwi calls will be listened to for
3-4 nights for no less than two hours at the same time each night — March (no WAA
required);

Waka Kotahi New Zealand Transport Agency is in the process of applying for an authorisation
under the Wildlife Act 1953 for interactions with protected wildlife as part of the Mt Messenger
bypass project, which is aimed at making significant improvements to State Highway 3.

Processing of this application is expected to be underway soon; however, in order to expedite
baseline survey work within Mt Messenger Conservation Area, the Waka Kotahi New Zealand
Transport Agency and environmental consultants Tonkin and Taylor Limited have sought early
access onto the Land to;

e undertake 5-minute bird counts

e begin Kiwi call listening surveys

e establish vegetation plots (including the installation of markers to delineate the
