Thank you for your Official Information Act request to the Department of Conservation, dated
23 February 2021.

You requested the following:

“In light of the recent RNZ reveal that a 106,000 tonne stockpile of very toxic spent pot linings
are stored close to the open sea, can you answer this. Is that stockpile on DOC land leased
to the smelter or is it within the smelters own freehold site?

Can DOC also confirm the compliance process required to monitor such under the provisions
of your lease/s are up to date and meet the full terms terms of your lease?”

| have summarised your query as two questions;
1. Is the stockpile referenced by Radio New Zealand on land administered by the
Department of Conservation?

2. Can the Department confirm the compliance process relating to the stockpile with
regard to the current lease agreement?

Answers;

1. The stockpile is on land owned by Pacific Aluminium (New Zealand) Limited.

2. As the stockpile activity is not on conservation land the Department has no authority
to carry out any compliance process on the activity therefore, cannot answer this
question. The responsibility for compliance on this land actually rests with the
Regional Council.
