We have considered your request under the Official Information Act 1982 (OIA).

The Department records compliance and enforcement matters in our CLE database which
launched in 2020. Prior to that, compliance data was not centrally stored and cannot be
reliably reported on. For that reason, we have prepared a response using the information
available to us, from late 2020 to 2023. For clarity, information prior to this date is refused
under section 18(f) of the OIA, as it would require substantial research and collation to
prepare.
