Your questions 
and our responses are listed below.

The link you provided leads to a live web page showing the status of our 2023 operations. I 
can confirm that as of 16 November, the web page is up to date. Aerial operations that have 
taken place are indicated as ‘completed’. Ground control operations that are active are 
indicated as ‘ongoing’. 
 
At this point in time, all 2023 South Island aerial 1080 operations have been completed, 
except for the Hollyford operation. All 2023 South Island ground operations are currently 
underway and will continue through to Autumn 2024.  
 
Some South Island aerial operations that were originally planned to take place in 2023 have 
have been deferred to 2024: 

• Arthur’s Pass East, 
• Kahurangi – Cobb  
• Kahurangi - Parapara 
• Kahurangi – Kakapo
