This activity is consistent, relentless, and no doubt continues until
catches are unprofitable, regardless of damage to the seabed. Disturbance of the seabed floor should be stopped
throughout the entire Marine Park.

As further evidence of the damage to the seabed and two fish stocks, | have directly observed a steep drop off, and
almost complete disappearance, of recreational fishing along the coast south of Port Charles. During the late 1990s
and early 2000s, it was common for many recreational fishers to frequent the coastal area out 4-5km. A fair number
of recreational fishers could be observed on holiday weekends and throughout the summer months, with
reasonable catches reported. It is widely known by recreational fishers that this area now is extremely depleted,
with catches at a fraction of what they were even 10 years ago. It is rare to observe more than two or three
recreational fishers along and entire three or 4 km stretch of coast, even on holiday weekends. This is directly
reflective of severely reduced fish stocks The decline has been steep and pronounced. This corroborates all other
findings that fish stocks in this critical portion of the Marine Park require immediate protection, starting first with
the industrial scale removal of fish stocks by commercial boats working the area.
