Plants selected for your plant package will be ecologically sourced from the nearest available remnant seed source to your planting site. These plants have adapted to local conditions and ensure a higher survival rate.
The species selected for these packages are tailored to a specific purpose.  From Riparian/Streamside planting to erosion protection.
In order to keep things efficient and easy, our packages have a select number of species and utilise full grids of plants (so no dead space in your trailer).
The idea is to use the packages as a starting point, then other species (available at a reduced rate) can be added.  We recommend adding additional species after the first 3 years.  This will enhance your biodiversity and give more sensitive species shade and protection from the wind and frosts.
Plant packages are 1000-1004 plants and designed to be planted at 1.5m spacings.
