
When forest trees 
flower heavily, a lot 
of seed is produced

Stoats feed on 
abundant rodents

When the seed rots or germinates, 
plagues of starving rats turn to birds, 
chicks, eggs and other native wildlife

Stoat numbers rapidly increase 
and they also turn to birds, 
bats and insects for food
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When seed is abundant, 
the rodent population 
increases rapidly
